Student Behaviour and Discipline 

 
 

Student Conduct 
 

The Board supports the principle that no one has the right to interfere with other people, 

and more specifically with other people's property and other people's time.  The schools 
should attempt to develop and encourage an attitude of individual responsibility towards the 

quality of life in the school community. 
 

The code of behaviour expected from our students rests on three basic rules:  respect for 

themselves; respect for others; respect for their own and others' property.  All detailed 
school regulations, bus rules, etc. will be logical extensions of these three basics 

expectations, and will be explained to children in those terms. 

 
Student Discipline 

 
It is expected that most students, in most instances, will be able to keep to the basic code 

of behaviour outlined above.  However, there will inevitably be times when students need to 

be reminded of their responsibilities to themselves and to the school community, and when 
it may be necessary to impose disciplinary procedures.  When problems of behaviour arise, 

they will be dealt with according to regulations developed by the administration and 
implemented by the school principal, as required under Board policy and the School Act (see 
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Student Complaints and Grievances 
 

In the interest of safety and order in the schools, it is expected that students obey
